Introduction

In modern society, characterized by the high dynamism of social processes, interpersonal
interaction plays a key role in a person’s jsuccessful-adaptation to the environment. The
ability to establish and maintain constructive relationships with other people is an important
factor in the socialization of the individual, their-psychological well-being and success in
various fields of activity. In this regard,“the-problem of the formation of interpersonal
interaction is of particular relevance, especially in-the context of the educational process,
where the formation of personality and the formation of its social skills takes place.

Theoretical Foundations of the Study

Within the framework of the study of ‘interpersonal interaction, various theoretical
approaches are used, including sociological,-psychological and pedagogical ones.

* The sociological approach considers-interpersonal interaction as a process of social
exchange, in which people interact with each other; exchanging information, resources and
emotions.

* The psychological approach focuses on the individual characteristics of a person that
affect their ability to establish and maintain interpérsonal contacts.

* The pedagogical approach studies interpersonal interaction in the context of the
educational process, identifies pedagogical conditions that contribute to the formation of
positive interpersonal interaction.

Factors Influencing the Formation of Interpersonal Interaction

The formation of interpersonal interaction is determined by many factors, among which
the following can be distinguished:
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* Socio-cultural factors: the traditions, norms and values of the society in which a person
lives influence their ideas about how to interact with other people.

* Individual psychological factors: temperament, character, communication skills,
emotional intelligence and other personal qualities determine the style of interpersonal
interaction of a person.

* Situational factors: the context in which the interaction takes place also affects its
nature. For example, communication in a friendly company may differ from communication
in a formal setting.

Pedagogical Conditions for the Formation of .Interpersonal Interaction

The educational environment plays an i'mportant role in the formation of interpersonal
interaction. Teachers can create conditions, that promote the development of communication
and cooperation skills among students. Such conditions include:

* Organization of joint activities: projects, games; discussions, during which students
can interact with each other, learning to Solve common-problems.

* Creating an atmosphere of support and respect: it.is important that the classroom has
an atmosphere in which every student feels accepted-and valued.

* Development of communication skills: teaching.active listening, the ability to express
their thoughts and feelings, constructively resolve conflicts.

* Formation of tolerance: fostering respect for differences between people, the ability to
understand and accept the point of view of another person.

The Role of the Educational Environment in the Formation of Interpersonal
Interaction.The educational environment -is-a-powerful factor in the socialization of the
individual. It is in school that students' get their-first experience of communication and
interaction with a large number of people, learn to build relationships, resolve conflicts.
Teachers, creating favorable conditions ferscommunication and cooperation, contribute to
the formation of social skills among students, necessary for successful adaptation in society.
